FUROSHIKI WORKSHOP

Do you want to reduce your waste and AGo Green?o0
workshop, led by Evelyn Nakamura . You will learn to wrap gifts of different sizes and shapes using

only a fabric square. The workshop leader will bring fabric squares and objects to wrap, and will

invite you to practice wrapping a variety of different objects.

Furoshiki is an eco-friendly practice borrowed from the Japanese. This alternative Japanese
wrapping technique uses and reuses fabric for giving gifts, eliminating wrapping paper, ribbons,
tape, tissue paper, and cardboard boxes, all of which eventually end up in our landfill. By using
fabric, rather than paper to wrap gifts, you can reduce the impact of litter on our environment.
