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FUROSHIKT Workshop
" Go Green'

A great time was had by the II ladies and
their guests who attended the Furoshiki Workshop,
held on April 18, 2010, at Moiliili Community Center.
The workshop was led by Evelyn Nakamura, a
retired DOE librarian, who developed this workshop
as a result of her interest in and commitment to
learning about the environmental approach to gift-
wrapping by using the traditional Japanese wrapping
cloth, the furoshiki. She suggests that if you don’t
want to sacrifice the appeal of a beautifully wrapped
gift, but you want to reduce the impact on the
environment with the rubbish created with wrapping
paper and ribbons, consider using furoshiki as an
eco-friendly alternative.

This was a hands-on workshop in which
Ms. Nakamura loaned participants all the materials
necessary to learn fourteen different ways to use
furoshiki, including wrapping boxes and bottles of
different sizes and shapes. After teaching us the
basic knots used, the slip knot and the square knot,
she went on to demonstrate how to tie objects up into
a square piece of fabric, using the basic knots in
different ways. Participants received a print out of
“How to use Furoshiki,” reprinted by permission of
the Japanese Ministry of the Environment, and were

also able to watch her demonstration via a television
monitor, making it easy to follow her instructions.
The workshop participants were soon tying and
untying their square pieces of fabrics, experiencing
the joy of creating a beautiful way of personalizing
gifts, and passing on a tradition to those who receive
the gifts. We also learned that no special furoshiki
squares were needed. One can rummage through
one’s own stock of fabrics that we’ve been saving for
a special use and can recycle these fabrics to use for
furoshiki.

After the final project of making a basket to
carry things in was completed, and after admiring a
variety of additional ways of using furoshiki to use as
a handbag, or to refurbish throw pillows, Ms.
Nakamura generously gave each participant a
furoshiki square to take with them. There were also
two door prizes, furoshiki squares donated by II
members, won by Ruth Komatsu and Merle
Hashimoto. Everyone went home with new ideas
about how to present presents in beautiful fabric
squares instead of wrapping paper or throw-away
gift bags, hopefully starting an eco-friendly tradition
that will keep getting passed on.
